   Subject –Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA) - Release of Central Assistance as next instalment for the year 2011-12 to State Employment Guarantee Fund of West Bengal under MGNREGA. 
Sir,           


I am directed to convey the Sanction of the President to the payment of Grants-in-aid amounting to Rs. 1,041,05,33,000 (Rupees One Thousand Forty One Crore Five Lakh and Thirty Three Thousand only) to State Employment Guarantee Fund of West Bengal as Central assistance above for the implementation of the MGNREGA during the financial year 2011-12

2. State Government shall not release any funds to Dakshin Dinajpur from the State fund unless the accounts of the district are settled to the satisfaction of the State Government.

3. This release is based on a written undertaking from the State Government to submit Action Taken Reports on all pending complaints within one month.  Further central assistance would be released only after reviewing the action taken by the State Government on all the pending complaints.  

4.    
The grant is towards plan expenditure and will be utilized for approved items of works subject to the conditions laid down in the MGNREGA Guidelines. No deviation from the provisions of the Guidelines is permissible. 

5.
   The funds to the Implementing Agencies will be released immediately on the sanction of the works either in full or in installments in accordance with MGNREG Act, MGNREGA guidelines and instructions of Government of India.

6.
  The expenditure on implementation of MGNREGA with regard to 40% material component which also includes wages of skilled and semi-skilled labour is to be shared on 75:25 basis between the centre and the State Government respectively.  

7.
No Utilization Certificate is pending against the Recipient Organization under the Scheme.

8.
 The accounts of the grantee institutions will be audited by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India and the Internal Audit of the Principal Accounts Office of the Ministry.

9.
 The State Government should release its share within a fortnight of the date of release of the central assistance. They are requested to invariably endorse the copy of the release order to the Central Government addressed as under
