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Monitoring Mechanism

3. The Ministry of Rural Development places specahphasis on
Monitoring and Evaluation of its programmes being implemented in rural
areasall over the country, particularly in view of the substantial step up in the
allocation of funds under various Rural Development Programmes over the
years. The success of the programmes largely depends on the effective
delivery system and efficient implemt@tion at the grass root level so that the
programme benefits reach the rural poor in full measure. In order to ensure
this, the Ministry has evolved a comprehensive maitel and multtool
system of Monitoring and Evaluation for the implementation itsf
programmes. The salient features are as under:

) There is an Hbuilt monitoring mechanism in the guidelines of each
Scheme of the Department so as to ensure that the objectives of the
Schemes are achieved by their implementation.

i) Besidesvisiting States/UTs , the Minister of Rural Development and the
Ministers of State for Rural Developmeperiodically review the
performance of programmes with the Chief Ministers, Ministers and
officials of the State Governmentoncerned with the implemeation
of the programmes.

lii)  Continuous monitoring through periodical progress reports received
from the State Governments depicting both the financial and physical
progress of the programme$he Ministry has streamlined the data
processing system to ensure that Monthly Progress Repodse
received by 18 of every month.

V) Furnishing of Utilisation Certificates, Audited Accounts and other
requisite reports are a peendition for the release of the second and
the subsequent instalmentsgpéntsin-aid under the Schemes

v) The officers dealing with the implementation of the programmes at State
Headquarters visit the districts regularly to ensure that the programmes
are being implemented satisfactorily.

Vi) ArTerme Od f i c entroduce® byhtbemMirdstry aims at
monitoring the major programmes of the Ministry with special
reference to quality, adherence to implementation schedule, flow of
funds, proper utilisation of funds and achievement of physical and
financial targets etc.htough field visits. Officers visit their assigned
State and districts at regular intervals and itinportant observations
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of such teams are shared with the State Government concerned,
advising them totake appropriate corrective measuresgrevar
shortcomings are noticed.

vii) A Performance Review Committee under the chairmanship of Secretary
(RD) periodically reviews the performance of various programmes
being implemented by the States and recommends corrective action
wherever found necsary.

viii) In order to minimize time lag in receiving progress reports of all the rural
development programmes, and improve the quality of reporting, one
Nodal Officer from each State -@vdinates with all the concerned
Departments implementing ruratlevelopment programmes in the
respective States and attend the monthly review meetings.

IX) With a view to fulfill the objective of ensuring quality in implementation,
particularly in the context of large public funds being spent under the
programmes fothe Ministry, the Vigilance & Monitoring Committees
are constituted for providing a crucial role for the Members of
Parliament and elected representatives of the people in State Legislatures
and Panchayati Raj Institutions in the implementation of tharalR
Development Programmes.

X) A panel of National Level Monitors (NLMs) by involving -ex
servicemen and retired civil servants has also been constituted to
ensure effective implementation of rural development programmes
in transparentmanner and strictly in accordance with progranime
wise guidelines.

xi) Concurrent Evaluation studies are undertaken through reputed and
independent Research Institutions/Organisations from time to time to
evaluate the performance of various Rubalvelopment Programmes at
the field level, to assess the impact of the programmes.

Public Information System

5. Information, Education and CommunicatidkC) plays a vital role in
creating awareness, mobilizing people and making the development
participatory throughadvocacy and by transferring knowledge, skills and
techniquesto the people. Moreover, IEC plays two most important
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rolesi informative and persuasive and as such is crucial for bringing about
requisite social mobilization and facilitating participatory development.

6.  The Ministry is responsible for planning and executing IEC activities to
create awareness about the progree® of the Ministry primarily amongst the
target groups in the rural areas. IEC activities assume more significance in the
context of the programmes of the Ministry which aim at improving the socio
economic conditions and which need to be implementedtie#écin a time
bound manner.

7.  The Ministry has a well laid IEC strategy to disseminate information
through both the traditional as well as modern media of communication viz
press, radio, TV, printed material, outdoor publicity, folk and other toawditi
media etc.

8. In view of the magnitude of the task of reaching out to rural poor with
information on rural development programmes and to mobilize participation
of other segments of the society in rural development, IEC activities have
been substdially scaled up. IEC activities undertaken by the Ministry are
outlined in detail icChapter VII.
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CHAPTER T |
INTRODUCTION

The basic function of the Ministry of Rural Development is to realise the
objectives of allelating rural poverty and ensuring improved quality of life for
the rural population, especially those below the poverty line. These objectives
are sought to be achieved through formulating, developing and implementing
programmes relating to various spleecd rural life and a range of activities
from income generation to environmental replenishment.

2.  The Ministry consists of the following two Departments:

() Department of Rural Development
(i) Department of Land Resources

3. The Department of Rural Development implements schemes for
generation of selemployment and wage employment, provision of housing to
rural poor and construction of rural roads. Apart from this, the Department
provides support services such as assistancestfengthening of DRDA
Administration,  training & research, human resource development,
development of voluntary action etc. for proper implementation of the
programmes. It also undertakes IEC activities to promote awareness about
rural development pgrammes in rural areas.

4.  Department of Land Resources implements schemes to increase the bio
mass production by developing wastelands and degraded lands in the country.
It also undertakes development of desert areas and drought prone areas in the
country. The Department also provides support services and other quality
inputs for land reforms, betterment of revenue system and land records.

5. The Parliament approved the historic legislation, Mahatma Gadhi
National Rural Employment Guarantee ABtGNREGA) in 2005 which was
notified on 7" September, 2005. The Act provides a legal guarantee of at least
100 days of wage employment in every financial year to every rural
household whose adult members volunteer to do unskilled manual Woek.

Act was implemented in 200 districts in first phase with effect fréin 2
February, 2006. Additional 130 districts of the country were covered in the
second phase during 20@008. All the remaining rural areas/districts of the
country have been broughhder Mahatma Gandhi NREGA with effect from
April 1, 2008.



6. Mahatma Gandhi NREGA is premised on demand for employment.
The instrument of employment generation is unskilled manual labour works
relating to water conservation, drought proofing (inctgdafforestation/tree
plantation), and rural connectivity through-akather roads. The Act also

has elaborate transparency safeguard measures through a number of processes
such as job cards, work applications, dated receipts, numbered muster rolls,
timely payment, social audit and grievance redressal.

7. NRLM was launched in June 2011 after restructu@vgarnajayanthi
Grameen Swarojgar YojanéS.G.S.Y). It was further restructured in May
2013, based on the experience of implementation in the ficsy&ars of the
Mission. The objective of N.R.L.M is to organize all rural poor households of
the country and continuously nurture and support them till they come out of
abject poverty.

8. NRLM seeks to reach out to 810 crore rural poor households and
organize one woman member from each household into affinity based women
SHGs and federations at village level and at higher levels by-202%hile

doing so, NRLM ensures adequate coverage of vulnerable sections of the
society such that 50% of the ben&ites are members of the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes, 15% from minority groups and 3% from persons
with disability, while keeping in view the overall target of 100% coverage of
the rural poor households identified through Participatory proceassds
approved by Gram Sabha.

9. The SHGs and their federations promoted under NRLM are expected to
provide a close and long term handholding support to each of their members
and enable them to access financial services from banks, diversify and stabilize
their livelihoods and effectively access their entittements. The objective is to
ensure that each family, once it is in the S.H.G network for a period & 6
years, is able to achieve household food security and havd 3tabilized
livelihoods. A strog convergence with P.R.l s is an important feature of the
program. The financial assistance under NRLM would be shared between the
centre and states in the ratio of 75:25 except North Eastern States including
Sikkim and Jammu & Kashmir where the fundingaas 90:10.

10. As part of the Mission, a skill development component has also been
implemented. 25% of total NRLM funds has been provisioned for skills and
placement project. The Gol is aiming at achieving a target of skilling 50 lakh
youth during 12tHive Year Plan. The skill development programme seeks to
build the skills of the rural youth and place them in relatively high wage
employment sectors of the economy. Aajeevika Skills gives young people
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from poor communities an opportunity to upgratieir skills and enter the
skilled work force in growing sectors of the economy. The programme is
implemented in partnership with public, private, fgovernment and
community organizations. Strong relationships are being built with industry
associations rad employers. The powers to approve the projects under the
programme are being devolved to the state governments through a capacity
building process. A separate division (Aajeevika Skills) within the Ministry of
Rural Development is implementing this praaqr.

11. During the 18 Plan, MoRD has been given the target to skill 50 lakh
rural BPL youth. Accordingly, the strategy has been revisited and a decision
taken to move from direct implementation by the Central Government to
further build capacities dbtate Governments for implementation of delivery
process. MoRD has over the last nine months undertaken a detailed exercise to
revise the operational guidelines for Aajeevika Skills so that it is able to
address the challenge of imparting skills to 50 lp&bple during the 12Plan.

This was done in consultation with all Stakeholders, particularly State
Governments, Aajeevika Skills implementing partners, employers and poor
rural youth. It also benefitted from the lessons learnt in rolling out Himayat in
collaboration with the State Government of Jammu & Kashmir. The final
guidelines for Aajeevika Skills were released off 3@ptember, 2013.

12. Two special initiatives, viz., Himayat & Roshni are operational to give
special focus to Aajeevika Skills imdhmu & Kashmir and LWE districts.

1 Himayat was launched by the Ministry of Rural Development in
Srinagar on 271 August 2011 for giving training and placement to one
lakh youth in Jammu & Kashmir in a period of 5 years. It is 100%
central assistance schem

f Roshni was launched by MoRD on $Qune 2013 in a bid to further
reach out to rural yout h i-Wingt he
Extremismaffected districts. It will support minimum 50,000 youths
from vulnerable tribal groups.

13. Mahila KisanSashaktikaran Pariyojana (MKSR)a subi component

of the NRLM to meet the specific needs of women farmers and achieve socio
economic and technical empowerment of the rural women farmers,
predominantly small and marginal farmers. New livelihood basedNom
Timber Forest Produce (NTFP) has also been included under MK8&Bw
livelihood on norfarm to strengthen the livelihoods of women rural artisans
and weavers is also being planned.

14. Rural Self Employment Training Institute( RSETIs another
compament of NRLM to set up Rural Self Employment Training Institute
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(RSETI) in each district of the country in collaboration with the banks and the
State Governments to provide training to the rural youth from the poor
households to enable themtetke upins i t u s el f empl oy ment
core strength is short term residential training with long handholding support.

In few instances, the RSETIs also offer-sitie training at village/block levels.

RSETIs offer training in more than 65 vocatiarlassified under agriculture,
process, product and general Entrepreneurship Development Pnogram

15. Asaresult of the Cabinet decision for restructuring Centrally Sponsored
Schemes, the erstwhile Centrally Sponsored Scheme cdlBDA
Administration has been brought under the umbrella of NRLM from 20%4
Henceforth, the DRDA Administration wilbe a component of NRLM. In
order to strengthen the District Rural Development Agencies (DRDASs) and to
make them more professional and effective, a new dgrg¢ponsored scheme,
namely, DRDA Administration was introduced frorf April, 1999. Under

the scheme, grants are released to DRDAs to meet their salary and contingent
expenses. The mandate of DRDAs is to effectively manage and implement the
antrpovety programmes of the Ministry of Rural Development and interact
with other agencies.

16. The Indira Awaas Yojana (IAY) is a flagship scheme of the Ministry of
Rural Development to provide affordable housing to all rural poor across the
country. Under thecheme, financial assistance is provided to shelterless rural
BPL households for construction of dwelling units. The ceiling for
construction of a new house is Rs.70,000ér unit in plain areas and
Rs.75,000/ in hilly/difficult areas/Left Wing Extrensts affected districts. A
sanitary latrine is now a mandatory requirement of a house under the IAY.
The grants under the scheme are released by the Centre and States in the ratio
of 75:25. However, in the case of Nofastern States, the funding is sthr

i n the ratio of 90:10 by the Centre
funds are provided by the Centre.

17. Rural Housing is one of the six components of Bharat Nirman. Under
Bharat Nirman Phask 60 lakh houses were envisaged to be constd
through IAY in four year from 20086 to 200809. Against this target, 71.76
lakhs were constructed thereby exceeding the target. Bharat NirmanlPhase
envisages construction of 120 lakh houses over a period of five years starting
from 200910 aganst which 120.58 lakh houses have already been completed.
Thus, the target of Bharat Nirman Phdiskas also been achieved.

18. Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana (PMGSY), which is a onetime
special intervention to provide rural road connectivity, wasdaed on 28



December, 2000 as a fully funded Centrally Sponsored Scheme with the
objective to provide allveather road connectivity to all eligible unconnected
habitations, existing in the Core Network, in rural areas of country. The
programme engiages connecting all eligible unconnected habitations with a
population of 500 persons and above(as per 2001 Census) in plain areas and
250 persons and above (as per 2001 Census) in Special Category
States(Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya,rafizoNagaland,
Sikkim, Tripura , Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir and Uttarakhand),
Tribal (Schedulev) areas, the Desert Areas (as indentified in Desert
Development Programme) and in Selected Tribal and Backward Districts (as
identified by the Ministry & Home Affairs/Planning Commission). The
PMGSY permits upgradation (to prescribed standards) of existing rural roads
in districts where all the eligible habitations of the designated population size
have been provided all weather road connectivity.

19. According to figures made available by the State Governments under a
survey to identify Core Network as part of the PMGSY programme and after
revision of the Core Network 1,78,184 habitations were eligible for coverage
under the programme. These habitatiomere targeted for providing road
connectivity under PMGSY. The progr e
component with a target to upgrade 3.75 lakh km of existing rural roads
(including 40% renewal of rural roads to be funded by the States) in order to
ensue full farm to market connectivity.

20. National Social Assistance ProgramnidSAP) is a social assistance
programme for the aged, widows, disabled and to the families in the case of
death of the breadwinner belonging to Below Poverty Line (BPL) Housshold
This schemes has been launched keeping in view the spitiole 41 of the
Constitution of India which directs the State to provide public assistance to its
citizens in case of unemployment, old age, sickness and disablement and in
other cases of wleserved want within the limit of its economic capacity and
development. The intention of launching the scheme is for providing hundred
per cent central assistance so as to ensure that social protection to the
beneficiaries is available throughout the doyn

21. Presently NSAP comprises of the following schemes for Below Poverty
Line Households (BPL)

1) Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension Scheme (IGNOAPS):
Under the scheme, assistance is provided to person of 60 years and
above and belonging to rfaly living below poverty line as per the
criteria prescribed by Government of India. Central assistance of Rs.
200+ per month is provided to person in the age group ef%Qears
and Rs. 500/per month to persons of 80 years and above.
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i) Indira Gandhi National Widow Pension Scheme (IGNWPS):Under
the scheme Central assistanceR& 300/ per month is provided to
widows in the ag@roup of 4079 years and belonging to family
living below poverty line as per the criteria prescribed by Government
of India.

lii) Indira Gandhi National Disability Pension Scheme (IGNDPS):
Under the scheme Central assistar@eRs. 300/ per month is
provided to persons aged -I8 years with severe and multiple
disabilities and belonging to family living below povelitye as per
the criteria prescribed by Government of India.

Iv) National Family Benefit Scheme (NFBS)Under the scheme a BPL
household is entitled to lump sum amount of money on the death of
primary breadwinner aged between 18 and 59 years. The ambunt
assistance is Rs. 20,000/

v) Annapurna: Under the scheme, 10 kg of food grains per month are
provided free of cost to those senior citizens who, though eligible under
IGNOAPS, are not receiving old age pension.

22. States/UTs have been recommehd® make at least an equal
contribution from their own resources under all three pension schemes.

23. The NSAP Scheme which was launched as Centrally Sponsored Scheme
in 1995wasconverted into State Plan in the year 2032 The funds for the
implemenation of these schemewere released as Additional Central
Assistance (ACA) to the States by the Ministry of Finance and by Ministry of
Home Affairs to Union Territories in a combined allocation for all the schemes
under NSAP. From the year 2018, the sheme of NSAP has again been
converted into a Centrally Sponsored Scheme (CSS) and funds would be
released by the Ministry of Rural Development to the States / UTs.

24. The Gram Panchayats / Municipalities are expected to play an active
role in the idefification of beneficiaries under NSAP. The State Governments
communicate eligibility criteria to the Gram Panchayats / Municipalities so
that identification can take place in the Gram Sabhas by the Gram Panchayats
and in the neighborhood / mohalla comettby the Municipalities in line

with criteria for identification.

25. NSAP is being implemented mainly by Social Welfare Departments in
the States. In some States it is being implemented by Rural Development
Departments and in a few by Women and Cbi&elopment Departments.



26. A Scheme namel vy OManagement Suppc
Progr ammes and Strengthening of Di s
introduced from 2002008, which primarily focuses on the following:

(@) Training and skill develapent of Rural Development functionaries and
members of Panchayati Raj Institutions in rural development at Centre,
state and District/Block level byroviding financial support to State
Institutes of Rural Development and Extension Training Cerapest
from organization of training courses/seminars/workshops relating to
rural development programmes.

(b) Creating awareness amongst the target groups of Rural Development
Programmes and mobilizing them towards participatory development;
sensitizing opinia makers, urban elites about issues relating to Rural
Development and creating awareness amongst the general public.

(c) Evolving a comprehensive system for effective monitoring and
evaluation of various rural development programmes through periodical
progres reports, annual conferences, workshops and seminars and
inspection through field visits by Senior officers of the
Ministry, besides carrying out4depth studies in the form of concurrent
evaluation and impact assessment studies througbuted and
independent research organizations to ascertain the impact of these
programmes.

(d) Exploiting the advances of Information Technology for effective
implementation of Rural Development Programmes.

(f) Promoting Regional and International exchaid experience of India
on mutual and muHiateral basis in the field of rural development with
other developing countries with overall objective of Capacity Building of
functionaries involved in rural development.

27. A Socio Economic and Caste Ceng8&CC 2011) has been launched

on 29th June 2011 in the country which would be carried out by the respective
State/Union Territory Governments with the financial and technical support of
the Government of India. Socio Economic and Caste Census consisisafsCe

in Rural areas and Urban areas in connection with identification of BPL
households and Caste Census throughout the country.-Boammmic and
Caste Census 2011 (SECC 2011) is being carried out in all States/UTs in a
phased manner taking into consalewn their preparedness and other relevant
considerations. The Census is expected to be completed by September 2014.



28. About 9.48% of the enumeration under SECC 2011 has already been
completedup to 31.3.2014The Verification and Correction mol@uhas been
launched and the States are in the process of completing the exercise.

29. Under the Department of Rural Development there are three autonomous
bodi es Vi z. Counci | for Advancement
Technology (CAPART), Nationahktitute of Rural Development (NIRD) and
National Rural Roads Development Agency (NRRDA).

30 The Counci | for Advancement of
Technology (CAPART) located at New Delhi has been set up to encourage
participation of voluntary ageres in rural development and also to provide
financial assistance to them for their rural development projects.

31 The National Institute of Rural Development (NIRD), Hyderabad is
engaged in planning and -codination of national level training rearch and
action research ithe field of rural development.

32 The National Rural Roads Development Agency (NRRDA) at New
Delhi is another autonomous body extending support to the Pradhan Mantri
Gram Sadak Yojana (PMGSY) through advice on Techrigacifications,
Project Appraisal, appointment of part time Quality Control Monitors,
Management of Monitoring Systems etc.

33. The Government has approved the restructured Provision of Urban
Amenities in Rural Areas (PURA) Scheme for implementatiorpilot basis

The scheme proposes holistic and accelerated development of compact areas
around a potential growth centre in a Gram Panchayat (or a group of Gram
Panchayats) through Public Private Partnership (PPP) framework for
providing livelihood oppdunities and urban amenities to improve the quality

of life in rural areas. The primary objectives of the scheme are the provision of
livelihood opportunities and urban amenities in rural areas to bridge thé rural
urban divide.

34. With a view to fulfll the objective of ensuring quality in
implementation, particularly in the context of large public funds being spent
under the programmes of the Ministry, the Vigilance & Monitoring
Committees are constituted for providing a crucial role for the Memiifers
Parliament and elected representatives of the people in State Legislatures and
Panchayati Raj Institutions in the implementation of the Rural Development
Programmes.



35. A panel of National Level Monitors (NLMs) by involving -ex
servicemenand retired civil servants has also been constituted to ensure
effective implementation of rural development programmes intransparent
manner and strictly in accordance with programme guidelines.

Implementing Agencies

37. The programmes of rural development aradanplemented through

the State Government/U.T. Administrations. At the District level, the Zila
Parishad/District Rural Development Agencies and down below the
Intermediate Panchayat / Block Development Office at Block level and
Village Panchagt at village level implement the programmes.

Transmission of Funds to the Implementing Agencies

38. Till 2013-14, the Central assistance was directly provided to the
implementing agencies at District level in respect of programmes like Rural
Housing(IAY) and DRDA Administration etc. In the case MIGNREGA, the
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Central assistance was provided to State Rural Employment Guarantee Fund and
in the case of PMGSY, the Central assistance waprovided to State Rural

Road Development Agencies. hmetcase of AajeevikBlIRLM Central assistance

was provided to State Agencies viz SRLMs. Howenethe light of the Cabinet
decision for restructuring Centrally Sponsoreché&ues requisite systems have
beenplaced to ensure that Central Assistance ineespf all themajor schemes

of Department viz. MGNREGA, IAY, NRLM, PMGSY and NSA® transferred

to the States through Consolidated Fund of States frodptil, 2014 through

R.B.l. Nagpur

REFORM MEASURES & POLICY
INITIATIVES

The Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment
Guarantee Act (Mahatma Gandhi NREGA)

Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act
(MGNREGA) with its legal framework and righbmsedapproach was notified
on September 5, 2005. It aims at enhancing livelihood security by providing at
least one hundred days of guaranteed wage employment in a financial year to
every rural household whose adult members volunteer to do unskilled manual
work. The Act covered 200 districts in its first phase, on February 2, 2006, and
was extended to all the rural districts of the country in phddes.Mahatma
Gandhi NREGA is a demand based programme, hence, requirement of funds
and employment generation depeon demand for work.

Recent Initiatives to Strengthen MGNREGA

2.  Over the last few years, based on reports from the field and research
inputs on implementation issues and challenges, the Ministry has taken

Preparation of Realistic Labour Projections

7. To overcome the problem of fake muster rolls and ghost workers,
Ministry has introducedtlectronic Muster Roll (dMR). e MRs are preprinted
muster rolls digitally populated with the names of the workers who demand
works uneér MGNREGA. eMRs are generated through NREGA Soft. Besides
reducing processing time for payment of wagedJRs help in eliminating
fake muster rolls, reducing ghost workers and improving data entry into
NREGA Soft.

Quiality and productivity of assets
8. To improve the quality and productivity of assetsd to bring in
synergy toholistically addressthe multiple dimensionsof poverty in a

Sustainablemanner, the States have been instructed to take concrete steps
to achieve effective inter-departmental convergence till the last mile
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iImplementation level of the works under the scheme with other Government
schemes/programmes.

9. Keeping in view the significance of Convergence under MGNREGA in
enhancing the quality of Assetn rural areas, the Ministry has requested all
the States/UTs to conduct State Convergence Workshops with all the
Programme Stakeholders and to draw up convergence plans. Till now, State
Convergence Workshops have been held in 24 States/UTs. Seven States
namely Assam, Chhattisgarh, Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, Sikkim, Tripura
and West Bengal have also finalized the State Convergence Plans.

Initiatives with other Ministries

10. The Ministry has also undertaken a number of initiatives with other
MinistriesDepartments for effective implementation of Mahatma Gandhi
NREGA. Some of the major convergence/ collaborations are:

Expansion of works
12. The list of works has been expanded and classified into 4 categories:
a. Category A: are public assets which have high capacity create
employment. Ateast onework in this category shall be kept
running all the time to address theequirement to rovide work

as per demand.

b. Category B. Works which build the individual assets for rural
poor and vulnerable categories.

c. Category C. Works which align with the livelihood plans of
women Self Help  Groups for sustainable livelihoods.

d. Category D. Works for rural infrastructure including:
i. Construction of houses for the poor
ii. Rural sanitation either independently or in convergence to
acheve Oopen defecation freebdo

this, individual toilets can be taken up at a cost of Rs.
10,000 by any job card holder.
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lii. Maintenance of assets created under the Act

Iv. Works for disaster preparedness or restoration of public
infrastructure after a disaster.

v. Buildings for SHG federations and centres for
manufacturing building materials in the villages.

Social inclusion of the marginalized and vulnerable groups

13. To achieve social inclusion of the marginalized and vuldergloups
Ministry has taken the following steps:

1 To increase women participation in the Scheme, major initiatives
are being suggested including, opening individual bank/post office
accounts for all women workers, identifying and providing Job
Cards to wdowed, deserted and destitute women, who qualify as a
household under the Act.

1 Organizing Workers: In order to access the entitlements under
MGNREGA, the wage seekers need to be made aware of various
provisions of the Scheme. Thus, during FY 2043 the States
have been asked to organize MGNREGA workers into labour
groups. This would provide the workers a platform for articulating
a collective voice and facilitating registration of wage demand in
rural areas. A framework for organizing workers into gohas
been outlined in Chapter 16 of revised MGNREGA Operational
Guidelines 2013.

1 Interventions for vulnerable groups: Since disabled and other
vulnerable persons have specific needs, the States have been
advised to create an enabling environment fa&irtinclusion in
MGNREGA activities. The States are to conduct a Work and Time
Motion Study and prepare a separate Schedule of Rates (SoR) for
physically challenged and other vulnerable sections of the society.

1 Expanding the scope of Mahatma Gandhi NRE®¥&w works
have been added to the existing list of permissible works under
MGNREGA with a focus to strengthensynergy between
MGNREGA and rural livelihoods, particularly in agriculture.
Besides ensuring durable quality assets, the expansion of
MGNREGA works is likely to improve the soecEronomic
condition of marginalized section of the society [viz. SC/ST/Small
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and Marginal farmers/IAY Dbeneficiaries/Forest Right Act
beneficiaries etc.] as most of the new works are now permitted on
the land or homestead of specified individual beneficiaries.

Programme Advisory Group:

14. A Programme Advisory Group (PAG) on MGNREGA has been
constituted to (a) operationalize the revised MGNREGA Operational
Guidelines 2013 (b) analyze the policy planning anplementation issues (c)
provide support to State Governments for effective implementation of the
programme. The PAG identifies policy and implementation issues related to
Mahatma Gandhi NREGA at the local, state and national level for focusing
entitlerents and livelihoods, covering processes and procedures, systems and
institutions, techniques and technologies.

15. For the PAG to have greater impact at the State level, where support is
most needed, it has been decided to set up State Advisory GRAGS)(in
priority States with high poverty and low employment provision namely Bihar,
Uttar Pradesh, Odisha and North Eastern States.

Transparency andAccountability:

16. To strengthen transparency and accountabilitythe operation of
MGNREGA activities, the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA Audit of Schemes Rules
have been notified in June 2011. The rules make it necessary to have a social
audit conducted by the Gram Sabha according to the prescribed procedure
under the Act, at least twice a yeaC€Certification of MGNREGA
accounts/records of around 1,500 high spending GPs has been carried out by
chartered accountants.

Concurrent Social Audit:

17. Concurrent Social Audishall be done for all works every month. For
this purpose, Programme Officer shall make avialdiee of cost, details of
work done and expenditure made during the past one month to the Bharat
Nirman Volunteers, Village Social Auditors, SHGs, youth organizations and
such other village level organizations for verification and report deviation, if

ary.
Strengthen the Grievance Redressal mechanism

18. Standard Operating Procedures has been formulated to effectively
addressissuesof concernon implementationof MGNREGA. The new
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mechanism delineates procedures and timelines for managings/gypes of
complaints including financial and procedural irregularities.

19. States have been advised for the appointment of Ombudsman at the
District-level. The Ombudsmen are independent of the jurisdiction of the
Central or State Government. The Qrdbman has the powers, inter alia to
receive complaints from MGNREGA workers and facilitates their disposal in
accordance with law; issue direction for conducting spot investigation; lodge
FIRs against the erring parties; initiate proceedings; reporirdmfs to the

Chief Secretary of the State and the Secretary, State Nodal Department for
appropriate legal action against erring persons.

Wage rate

20. The Government of India has constituted a committee under the
Chairmanship of Prof. S. MahendraD@vsuggest a proper index for revising
MGNREGA wage rates every year by protecting the wages against inflation.
The Prof. MahendraDev Committee has submitted its report. The same is
under examination in the MinistrtfGNREGA wages have been last revised
on 13" February, 2014 with effect front*®April, 2014.

I nformation, Education and Communication (IEC):

21. The Ministry of Rural Development formulated a comprehensive
Information Education and Communication (IEC) Strategy exclusively for
Mahatma GandhNational Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA),
during May 2013 The strategy aims to create awareness among rural people
and other stake holders with special focus on MGNREGA workers about
various aspects of MGNREGA. The strategy also aims alit&icig
dissemination of right based provisions of the Act to ensure that the workers
know their right to demand wage employment and exercise their right by
applying for such employment as per their need. For this, various key
messages were also iderddifor dissemination.

Enabling faster beneficiary payments through Aadhaar based DBT

22. The Ministry of Rural Development (MoRD) has decided to implement
Aadhaar Enabled Payment System (AEPS) for MGNREGS and NSAP under
Direct Benefits Transfer (BT) programme of Government of India. The
Ministry has identified 252 focus districts for implementation of Aadhaar
enabled DBT where the Aadhaar enrolment has crossed 50% of total
population. The key steps being undertaken by the Ministry towards enabling
wage and pension payments through DBT are aswbelo
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1)

Targeted Aadhaar enrolment of beneficiaries of MGNREGS and NSAP
beneficiaries: Every MGNREG and NSAPbeneficiary shall have access
to enrol for Aadhaar. In this regard, the Ministry and StateaRur
Development Departments are trying to ensure the following:

a. ldentifyMGNREG and NSAP beneficiaries villagese who missed
out enrolment.

b. Call a meeting of all the Aadhaar enrolment agencies and prepare
action plan to reach the enrolment kits to efadation within 60
days.

c. Make District level officers ircharge of each area for the enrolment.

Seeding of Aadhaar numbers in NREGA Soft for beneficiaries of
MGNREGS/ NSAPi The Ministry has identified 252 focus districts
where Aadhaar enrolment hasossed 50%.Periodic video conference
sessions are held with District Collectors of these focus districts to
monitor progress of seeding in these districts. MORD has also laid down
a simple process which BDO / POs and GRS can follow for Aadhaar
seeding:

a. Print the list of beneficiaries in the GP which is already available in
the NREGASoft

b. Ensure that Gram RozgarSahayaksgo doaoor for collecting
Aadhaar numbers of wage seekers.

centrally i After the records are seeded in NREGA Soft and NSAP
portal, theMinistry is verifying the entered data with UIDAI using
AUA-ASA service. The records rejected by the UIDAI will be made
available in PO login for rgerification. The DCs are then required to
instruct POs to carry out verification of entered Aadhaar nusnber
correct the wrongly entered Aadhaar numbers and freeze the records
once verified.

authenticated by AUA/ ASA, it is shared with respective beneficiary
banks for seeding in bank CBSdaNPCI mapper.
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v) Deployment of business correspondents by banks and equipping them
with AEPS enabled micr&dTM 7T MoRD has been liaising with its 18
sponsor Banks to take stock of the number of Business Correspondents
deployed by them under the Finaddnclusion plan of RBI. It has also
requested that each BC has an Aadiemabled MicreATM so that
MGNREG and NSAP payments are made at the village level itself after

Welfare measures

23. Welfare measuresnder MGNREGA arelaborated in Paragraphs 25 to
28, Schedule Il of MGNREGA 2005. The details of such welfare measures for
the workers at work places are:

(i) free medical treatment to a person in case of personal injury
arising out of and in course of his/ her employment.

(il) hogitalisation of the injured worker including accommodation,
treatment, medicines and payment of daily allowance which is
not less than half of the wage rate.

(i) ex-gratia as per entitlements under AamAadmiBimaYojana or as
may be notified by Central Governmetat a person if he/she
while employed under the Scheme meets with death or becomes
permanently disabled.

(iv) free medical facility/ exgratia to an injured child accompanying
a person who is employed under the Scheme.

RURAL HOUSING (INDIRA AWAAS YOJANA)

24. Housing is one of the basic requirements for human survival. For
a normal citizen, owing a house provides significant economic security
and dignity in society. For a shelter less person, possession of a house
brings about a profound social change irstace, endowing the person
with an identity and integration with immediate social milieu. The
Indira Awaas Yojana (IAY) is a flagship scheme of the Ministry of
Rural Development to provide houses to the poor in rural areas.

New Initatives

Special Projects:

27. Five percent of IAY allocation would be retained at the t€revel as
reserve fund. Special Projects for utilizing the reserve fund can be posed by the
States/UTs for the following purpes:

(1) Rehabilitation of BPL families affected by natural calamities.
(2) Rehabilitation of BPL families affected by violence and law
and orderproblems.

(3) Settlement of freed bonded Ilabourers and liberated
manualscavengers.

(4) Settlement bparticularly vulnerable tribal groups.

(5) New technology demonstration especially with focus on
affordable and green technologies.

(6) Rehabilitation of people affected by occupational diseases like
silicosis, Asbestos, people affected by overospesticides etc.

Timelines for construction:

30. Generally, subject to weather and other factors, the stages of
construction should be managed within the following timelines:

Stage 1 Construction up t¢ Nine months from dte of
lintel level release of first installment
Stage 2 Completion Nine months from date (¢
release o2ndinstallment

Completion of Dwelling Unit:

31. Completion of a dwelling unit normally should not take more than two
years from the date of sanction of firgisiallment. However, since the
beneficiaries are from the PBL category who often find it difficult to mobilize

the resources required to complete the house, cases of delay must be monitored
and the beneficiaries facilitated to complete the house withinaginmim

period of three years. On completion of an IAY dwelling unit, the Zilla
Parishad concerned should ensure that for each house so constructed, a display
board is fixed indicating the IAY logo, year of construction, name of the
beneficiary etc. The exgmditure on this account can be met from the funds
available under the scheme. The cost of each logo should be fixed by the State
Government but the central share shall not exceed Rs.Ififih the
programme fund.

AwaasSoft
32. To ensure greater traregncy in implementation of the programme,
the Ministry has launched a website MIS, Awaassoft in July, 2010 to capture

complete and comprehensive data in respect of Indira Awaas Yojana (IAY) for
effective and timely monitoring. Itis a local languagenabled workflow
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based transaction level Management Information System to facilitate e

governance. The system is designed for all stakeholders of IAY including the
beneficiary of the scheme. Through the web portal, the following information

can beaccessed: beneficiary wise list of IAY houses, total number of houses
sanctioned and pending for completion, total availability v/s expenditure of

fund, photographs of IAY houses at various stages of construction, physical
and financial progress of the g@amme.

Reporting on AwaasSoft

33. Reports generated by the MIS are useful tools for purposes of
monitoring progress of work at the district, block/Gram Panchayat level. Use
of the MIS has improved considerably during 2R & 201314.Around
55.94 lakhbeneficiaries have been registered and 41.89 lakh of them have
been sanctioned new houses through the system over the last two years.

Knowledge Network

34. Creation of a Knowledge Network Portal in collaboration with 1T,
Delhi has been envisaged in tsion Plan with the objective of compiling a
comprehensive nation wide directory of practitioners, institutions and practices
related to affordable and sustainable solutions for rural housing and to develop
a webbased multiingual rural housing knowlage network showcasing best
practices and case studies of rural housing. The purpose of Knowledge
Network is to help in developing, promoting and transfer use of appropriate
local, environment friendly, energy efficient and disasésistant technology,
designs and building materials for rural housing and habitats. The portal was
launched in  July, 2012. The website can be accessed at
www.ruralhousingnetwork.in

AAJEEVIKA- NATIONAL RURAL LIVELIHOOD MISSION
(NRLM)

35. The Ministry of Rural Development has restructured the Swarnjayanti
Gram Swarozgar Yojana (SGSY) as National Rural Livelihoods Mission
(NRLM) to implement in a mission mode and in a phased manner for time
bound delivery of results. NRLM has nowdoeen amed as OWaj eevi
objective of NRLM is toreduce poverty by enabling the poor households to

access gainful seEmployment and skilled wage employment opportunities
resulting in appreciableimprovement in their livelihoods on a sustaireabl
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basis, through building strong and sustainable grassroots institutions of the
poor.

36. Following are the key components of NRLM:
Promotion of Institutions of the poor:

37. Building strong quality institutions of the poor such as SHGs and their
federations is an important of component of the Mission. The institutions are
expected to empower the poor and acts as instruments of knowledge and
technology dissemination, and hubs of production, collectivization and
commerce. In addition, Aajeevika isxpected to promote specialized

i nstitutions I|Ii ke Iivelihoods coll ect
livelihoods promotion through deriving economies of scale, backward and
forward linkages, and access to information, credit, technology ankktsar

The livelihood collectives enable the poor to optimize their returns from
limited resources. There are existing institutions of the poor women (SHG)
formed by Government efforts and efforts of NGOs, Aajeevika seeks to
strengthen all existing institonhs of the poor as well.

Training, Capacity building and skill building:

38. Aajeevika ensures that the poor are provided with the requisite skills for
managing their institutions, linking up with markets, managing their existing
livelihoods, enhancm their credit absorption capacity and credit worthiness.
A multi-pronged approach is adopted for providing continuous capacity
building of the targeted families, SHGs, their federations, government
functionaries, bankers, NGOs and other key stakeholdées.focus of the
Mission is on developing and engaging community professionals and
community resource persons (CRP) for capacity building of SHGs and their
federations and other collectives. Aajeevika has plans to make extensive use of
ICT to make knowledg dissemination and capacity building more effective.
The costs incurred on professional support costs at the block arimlosib
levels are considered as programme costs and not administrative costs.

Revolving Fund and Community Investment support Fund:
39. A Revolving Fund (of Rs. 15,000/SHG) is provided to each eligible
SHGs (with more than 70% members are from NRLM Target Group

households) as an incentive to inculcate the habit of thrift and accumulate their
own funds towards meeting their cred#as in the longun and immediate
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consumption needs in the shaun. RF is an additional corpus and used for
meeting t he membersdé credit needs d
leveraging repeat bank finance. Funds to the community are alsmquo

under the Mission in the form of Community Investment support Fund (CIF).

CIF is routed to the SHGs through the federations (primary and secondary
levels). The CIF is a used to advance loans to the SHGs and SHGs to the
members. CIF is a resource [rerpetuity with the federations. The key to
coming out of poverty is continuous and easy access to finance, at reasonable
rates, till they accumulate their own funds in large measure.

Interest Subvention:

40. NRLM has a provision for interest subvemtito all women SHGs. The
districts have been classified as Category | and Category Il Districts, according
to the modality of interest subvention being providadl50 districts falling in
Category | (including 82 Integrated Action Plan districts ands8idts under

the World Bank Supported NERLP) all women SHGs can avail loans up to Rs.
3 lakh per SHG at 7% rate per annum. Further, these SHGs are eligible for an
additional interest subvention of 3% on prompt repayment of loan, reducing

the effective ate to 4%. In the Category Il districts (remaining districts), all
women SHGs meeting the NRLM eligibility norms can avail loans up to Rs. 3
lakh per SHG at a 7% rate per annum.

Mahila Kisan Sashaktikaran Pariyojana (MKSP):

41. Mabhila Kisan Sashaktikan Pariyojana (MKSP), launched in 2010,

iIs a special programme for livelihood enhancement under NRENE a
concerted effort to recognize the role of women in agriculture and an
investment is being made to enhance their capacities and increasecthiaie

to take lead in agriculture and allied activities. It aimsetsure household
food and nutrition security of poor and poorest of poor, by securing and
strengthening the primary livelihood baskets of their househtiklprimary
focus is on promotig and facilitating the scalingp of successful smadicale
projectswith the help of NGOs, CBOs and other government ageaciess

the country.It is envisaged that these projects would emerge as scalable
models and resource centres.

Infrastructure cr eation and Marketing support:
42. NRLM provides for the infrastructure needs for the major livelihoods

activities of the poor are met with. It also provides support for marketing to the
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institutions of the poor. The range of activities in marlgsapport includes
market research, market intelligence, technology extension, developing
backward and forward linkages, building livelihoods collectives and
supporting their business plans. NRLM encourages and supports partnerships
with public and privaterganizations and their networks/associations for these
activities, particularly for market
(25% in case of Nortftastern States and Sikkim) is reserved for this purpose.

Skills and Placement Projects:

43. Saling up of existing skills and placement projects through partnership
mode is considered as one of the best investments to provide impetus to
livelihoods opportunities in emerging markets. For strengthening this, various
models of partnerships with publiprivate, norgovernment and community
organizations would be developed. A strong relationship would also be

devel oped wi t h Il ndustry association

associations. 25% of the central allocation under NRLM is earmarked for this
purpose.

44. Placement linked skill development projects are being implementing
through PPP model. The Ministry provides financial support to the
Implementing Agency (IA) by way of grants to the extent of 75% of the total
cost of the project. Remainindg% is borne by concerned State Government.
The PIA has to arrange requisite infrastructure, machinery and equipment on
its own or from the prospective employers to the extent possible on lease/rent
or as contribution/participation of employer/PIA.

Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIS):

45.  NRLM encourages public sector banks to set up RSETIs in all districts
of the country. RSETIs transform unemployed rural youth in the district into
confident seHemployed entrepreneurs through néeded experiential
training program followed by systematic handholding support and bank
linkage. Banks are involved in selection, training and post training fallow
RSETIs partner with others, including the institutions of the poor, to realize
their mandaterad agenda.

Innovations:
46. Aajeevika believes that successful innovations can reduce the learning

curve for poverty eradication by showing a different pathway out of poverty.
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5% of the Central allocation is, therefore, earmarked for innovatibmsse
innovations, which have the potential for reaching out specifically to the
poorest or for reaching out to the largest number of poor and having maximum
impact with limited resources, would be preferred and supported.

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PRADHAN MANTRI GRAM SADAK YOJANA (PMGSY)

48. Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana (PMGSY) was launched dh 25
December 2000 as a fully funded Centrally Sponsored Scheme to provide all
weather road connectivity in rural areas of the country. The programme
envisages connecting all habitations with a poputadf 500 persons and above

in the plain areas and 250 persons and above in the hill States, the Tribal
(Schedule V) areas and the Desert (as identified in the Desert Development
Programme) AreasRecently, programme guidelines have been amended to
include the habitations having population of 250 persons and above in Left
Wing Extremism affected districts, as identified by the Ministry of Home
Affairs, for coverage under PMGSY

49. Measures taken to ensure quality and transpanemdgr PMGSYare as
follows:

Three tier quality control mechanism:

50. For ensuring high level of quality in works, PMGSY programme
guidelines have the provision for three tier Quality Control Mechanism. The
first two tiers of the Quality Control Structure are overseen by State
Quality Coordinators, appointed by the State Governments. The first tier of
quality control mechanism is-mouse quality control at the level of executing
agencies. The field laboratories are established by the Contractors and
mandatory tests on ¢hquality of material and workmanship are conducted
under the supervision of Programme Implementation Units (PIUs). Quality
Control Handbooks have been prescribed and test records are maintained by
the PIUs in the prescribed Quality Control registers. Séwond tier provides

for quality monitoring by the State Governments through independent State
Quality Monitors (SQMs). SQMs are deployed to ensure that quality issues are
properly being attended to at the first tier. The third tier of this arrangement
corsists of quality monitoring of works through random inspections by
independent National Quality Monitors (NQMs). Observations of National
Quality Monitors are handed over to the PIUs immediately after inspection for
taking appropriate action. The Actiomlken Reports (ATRs) are prepared and
sent to the NRRDA (National Rural Road Development Agency) through State
Quality Coordinator. If defects in the work are rectified and the action of
rectification is verified by independent quality monitors in the sylbset

ii. Guidelines for performance evaluation of SQMs on the pattern of NQMs
have been finalized in January, 2013 and sethe State Governments
with the request to start the process of performance evaluation"on 11
February, 2013.

lii. Involvement of independent engineers for quality assurance is under
consideration with this Ministry.

Standard Bidding Document

52. A Standad Bidding Document (SBD) has been prescribed to facilitate
open tender and award of works under PMGSY. Works are awarded through
open tender and as per the criteria given in the SBD. Evaluation and
acceptance criteria have been incorporated in the ledndent in order to

have greater transparency in award of works. Necessary Modifications in the
Subcontracting clause of SBD prescribed under PMGSY to ensure good
quality of Construction and maintenance of rural Road has been issued on 22
October, 2012.

On-line monitoring

53 A Webbased o#fine monitoring system (web address
www.omms.nic.in and www.pmgsyonline.nic.in has been developed to
facilitate timely monitoring b works under PMGSY. Monitoring modules
include Connectivity Status, Procurement Status, Physical and Financial
progress, Accounts and Quality monitoring etc. The entire database has been
pl aced in the Citi zewnww.Ommd.moirePaymentT h e
and eProcurement are the new dimensions being integrated to it. PMGSY
has been launched in the year 2Q#3and accordingly requisite modules for
data entry of proposals have been developed and uploaded on OMMAS.

Citizen information boards

54.  Citizen information boards are displayed in local language at prominent
locations in the benefited habitations indicating the volume of materials used
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in each layer of the pavement and physical and financial details of particular
road. Public Afairs Centre, Bangalore has initiated pilot in states of Rajasthan,
Meghalaya and Jharkhand under RIREb involve the citizens in monitoring

of PMGSY roads.

Inspection of PMGSY works by public representatives

55. State Governments have been advisedn@ange joint inspection of
ongoing as wel | as completed wor ks un
MLAs and functionaries of Panchayati Raj Institutions.

Policy Initiatives:

56. The Rural Road Programme has established several new standards in its
endeavorto construct roads of high quality. The new initiatives taken as part
of the PMGSY programme include the following:

() Left-out habitation in all areas Cabinet Note approved on
7.2.2012 for updation under PMGSY to allow revision of the core
network to include left out habitations as per census 2001 in all
areas. The decision was conveyed to states and execution including
revision of corenetwork and project clearance has been initiated in
the year 20134.

(i) One time special dispensatiorfor land acquisition cost to the
State of J&K- Cabinet Note for Relaxation to provide for land
acquisition cost under PMGSY to the State of Jammu & Kashmir as
a special case, approved dfi Rily, 2013 and subsequently Rs. 223
crore has been releasedhe tState during the year 2013.

(iilChange in nomenclature OHI || St at
Cat egor y Cdabine Nates dpproved on™3July, 2013
population criteria reduced to 250 and above for the State of
Assam The decision was conveyé&ml state concern.

(iv) Connectivity to habitations with population 100 to 249 persons
and providing close loopin critical LWE affected blocks (as
identified by MHA) : The list of affected blocks, as identified by
MHA, has been shared with states con@amg with guidelines to
enter the habitation details on OMMAS and preparing the DPRs.

(v) One time special dispensation to State of UttarakhandZabinet
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S7.

Committee on Uttarakhand has sanctioned Rs. 61.61 crore as one
time dispensation for repa replacement/ reconstruction of 310
numbers of rural roads which were earlier constructed or were
ongoing under PMGSY and got damaged/ washed away due to
recent natural disaster. The decision was conveyed to state concern
on 28" December and also thathorisation to utilize the available
programme funds in this regard.

Initiative in North Eastern States:

This Ministry has taken a number of initiatives under PMGSY to take

into account special concer of the North Eastern States:

58.

In the blocksbordering international boundary in the hill States, a
special dispensation has been made to all Hill Stateslihadbitations
within a path distance of 10 km in the blocks bordering international
boundary in the hill States (as identified by the Muyisof Home
Affairs) may be treated as a cluster for this purpose.

A special dispensation has been given to Arunachal Praftesh
extending the facility to International Border Districts.

In order to improve the execution capacity in the State of Taipur
Central Public Sector Undertakings (CPSUs) such as Hindustan
Steelworks Construction Ltd (HSCL) and National Buildings
Construction Corporation (NBCC) Ltd were engaged under a tripartite
agreement with the Ministry of Rural Development, Government of
Tripura and the Agency concerned.

Special Dispensation accorded t88 Selected Tribal and Backward
Districts under IAP by Ministry of Rural Development:

All habitations, whether in Schedule V areas or not, having a population

of 250 persons and aboyie 2001 Census) will be eligible for coverage under
PMGSY. In addition some more measures taken aret®ning cost of

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bridges etc. In order to address the issue ofawarding of PMGSY works

due to no response in thepeated tenders issued by the States for the projects
sanctioned by the Ministry in IAP districts under PMGSY, the Ministry has
accorded special dispensation ofi Bec, 2013 in awarding of PMGSY works

with nonresponsive tenders in selected 27 critied? districts to the States.

The States have been allowed to award the tenders on a nomination basis to be
decided by the Committee headed by District Magistrate/ Collector of the
district and comprising of SSP/ SP, DFO and the Head of the concerned PIU
of PMGSY projects representing the SRRDA.

Maintenance

59. Rural roads taken up under PMGSY are covered by five year
maintenance contract, to be entered into along with the construction contract,
with the same contractor, in accordance with the Standiaidirgy Document
(SBD). State Governments are to make suitable arrangements/mechanism for
the regular maintenance and upkeep of the projects completed under PMGSY
for five-year continuous period as well as beyond it for the rural roads
constructed under PGISY for which adequate provision of funds as also
proper institutional arrangement at both the State and PIU level is required.
Clearance of new projects under PMGSY has been linked with not only the
credit of maintenance fund by the State Government mcexmed account of
SRRDA for maintenance of assets created under PMGSY but also with the
expenditure of requisite fund&urther, a MoU with ILO has been signed
under RRAI, WB of PMGSY to provide assistance to all states to firm up
policy on maintenancé template of policy framework along with a guidance
note was shared by Ministry with all states and has been finalized after
incorporating their comments. States have been advised to frame a state
specific policy in given timeframe to streamline the nemance of all rural
roads. ILO has organized state level workshops in participating states to
formulate such policy. ILO has prepared a Financial Tracking Study on
maintenance, based on the existing scenario in participating states, which aims
to provide a replicable tracking module for all the states. A maintenance
management handbook has been prepared to assist the state level agency i.e.
SRRDA and PIUs, which will be finalized soon after comments of states. A
committee has been constituted by MoRD tggast in formulating norms on
maintenance of rural roads within 6 months. ILO, under the MoU will pilot the
community contracting for maintenance during year 2034which would be
replicate after analyzing the experience.
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Consolidation of rural road through PMGSY-II:

60. It has been launched to consolidate the existing rural road network. It
aims to cover upgradation of existing selected rural roads based on a criterion
to make the roadetwork vibrant. The selection of routes would be with the
objective of identification of rural growth centres and other critical rural hubs,
rural places of importance (connectivity to other growth poles, market, rural
hub, tourist places etc.). Development of Rural Hubs & growth centres are
crucial to the overaltrategy of facilitating poverty reduction through creating
rural infrastructures. Growth centres/rural hubs provide markets, banking and
other service facilities enabling and enhancing self employment and livelihood
facilities.

61. Coverage of overall50,000 km road length by upgradation to
consolidate the rural road Network under the PM@Bjrogramme at an
estimated cost of Rs. 33,030 crore (at 2QB2 prices), including
administrative and management cost of Rs. 530 crore has been taken for all the
States/UTs. The cost will be shared between the Centre and States/UTs on
75:25 for the Plain Areas and 90:10 basis for the Special Areas. The estimated
Central Share is Rs. 27,022 crore (at 2Q32rices), including administrative

and management cost 0§ B30 crore.

62. The Ministry has cleared the projects of 9,663 kms for upgradation of
roads (19% of target) under PMG3Nduring 201314:

Promoting the use of innovative materials:

63. For promoting use of innovative materials detailed guidelingl w
relevant Indian Roads Congress Codes /specifications have been
communicated to States. Ministry of Rural Development / NRRDA has
formulated certain strategies for promoting as under:

(i) A minimum 15 (fifteen) percent length of the annual proposals fr
each State should be taken up with already proven technologies for
which IRC codes are available. Minimum five percent length of the
annual proposals from each state are considered with new materials /
techniques for use of materials accredited by RR€ Wwhere results
with trail sections are satisfactory. For materials and technologies as
have been accredited by IRC but have not undergone any field trials or
even if they are not so far accredited by the IRC but are industry
backedand found promising from the point of view of enhancing
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performance and durability and caftectiveness, demonstration
projects can be considered through a control section with conventional
materials side by side. This will help in assessment of the cost
effediveness of the technology being demonstrated. The control
section may be of about 25 percent road length and 75 percent road
length should be with IRC accredited technologies.

(i) A study has been taken up to collect details of such nature and
approximatequantum of availability of Marginal / low grade and
waste materialsand carrying out laboratory analysisof basic
engineering and physical properties of such conventional materials.
The material availability details along with their peopes
investigated, would then be uploaded on GIS map of the district. This

Institute (CRRI) by National Rural Roads Development Agency
(NRRDA). The study has been taken up in 4 districts (2 in Madhya
Pradesh and 2 in Bihar) on Pilot Project.

Mapping of Marginal Materials on GIS platform:

64. A project for mapping D locally available construction materials
including waste materials, on GIS platform has been entrusted to Central
Roads Research Institute, New Delhi. The project is funded by NRRDA and
has been started on Pilot basis initially in two districts of Bidwad two
districts of Madhya Pradesh, with the support of concerned State
Governments. The duration of the project for these four districts is six months
which is likely to be completely by October, 2014. FurtheDAC and NIC

have submitted their propdsdor GIS implementation project under RRP
assisted by World Bank, PMGSY. Initially a system requirement specification
(SRS) will be carried out to formulate the entire project requirement. The
study will cover aspects like current status of GIS aateStlevels,
understanding the availability of spatial data with States, NRRDA and other
agencies like Survey of India etc. and then formulation of mechanism for
preparation/capture of spatial data. RRRNVB aims to ensure GIS mapping

of corenetwork of ural roads and related mechanisms in all the states by the
end of the project period.

NATIONAL SOCIAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAMME (NSAP)

65. Atrticle 41 of the Constitution of India directs the State to provide public
assistancdo its citizens in case ofunemployment, old age, sickness and
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disablement and in other cases of undeserved want within the limit of its
economic capacity and development. Directive Principles of State Policy
enshrined in the Constitution of India enjoin upon the State tortakeewithin

its means a number of welfare measures. It is in accordance with these noble
principles that the Government of India introduced National Social Assistance
Programme (NSAP) in 1995.

New Initiatives
Comprehensive National Social Assistance Pgeamme

66. On the direction of the Union Cabinet, a Task Force was constituted
under the Chairmanship of Dr. Mihir Shah, Member, Planning Commission to
prepare a proposal for Comprehensive National Social Assistance Programme.
The Task Force considerelll the issues, demands and suggestions relating to
social assistance / security / pensions, received from various quarters and
submitted its report to the Ministry intatia recommending, expanding the
scope of coverage and enhancing the quantum of igpensThe
recommendations of the Task Force have been examined in detail in the
Ministry of Rural Development and accepted with certain modifications.
Further action has been initiated to take the approval of the Competent
Authority through the Expendituf@nance Committee (EFC).

Conversion of scheme into CSS

67. Cabinet has considered the existing CSS/ACA Schemes and re
structured the Schemes in thé"Ive Year Plan into 66 schemes, including
Flagship Programmes. The 66 schemes which have been egpgrp\WCabinet

as Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS) includes NSAP (which was previously
under State Plan). On NSAP being converted into CSS, revised guidelines
have been prepared. Since the schemes of NSAP are implemented by State /
UT Governments, the guetines have been circulated among the State / UT
Governments for furnishing comments / suggestions.

Use of IT enabled MIS

68. In order to increase transparency, accountability and monitoring of
implementation of NSAP schemes, Ministry with assistanceNi& has
developed a work flow enabled software for the purpose. The software
captures all the essential processes and includes modules on identification,
disbursement of pension, release of funds, verification, sanction of pension,
ground for rejection oapplication etc.
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69. Data base of 207 lakh beneficiaries has so far been uploaded.
Information can be accessed at the NSAP welidi{e//nsap.nic.in Legacy

Data format has also been provided to States arydhitnee been requested to
upload the legacy data of beneficiaries in a time bound manner. State
Informatics Officers (SIOs) and Nodal Departments in States were asked to
work closely and to effectively use NSAWS. States have also been
requested to stausing NSAP software to generate pension payment order and
disbursement details. States that have their own software are requested to
develop interface software to port disbursement details onto NSAP Website.

An additional field for entry of Aadhaar Miber has also been added in the
pensioner master table. Aadhaar seeding of more than 17 Lakhs beneficiaries
has been done and is progressing. Integration of N8Pwith CPSMS has

been done for payment of pension directly to the bank accounts of the
beneiciaries, based on Aadhaar and NEFT / RTGS.

70. In July 2013, DBT has been launched in 121 pilot districts of the
country covering 26 States / UTs. The bank accounts of beneficiaries are
being brought under Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) so that thesion is
directly transferred to into the account of the beneficiaries by the disbursing
office. As per NSARMIS, Direct Transfer of pensions into accounts of
pensioners, as on 31 March, 2014 was Rs.213.89 crore, and the number of
pensioners was 35.35 klas.
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CHAPTER T IV

PAST PERFORMANCE OF THE INDIVIDUAL
PROGRAMMES / SCHEMES

Aajeevika-National Rural Livelihoods Mission (NRLM)

The Swarnajayanti Gram Swarozgar Yojana (SGSY) has been
restructured and implemented as the NwtloRural Livelihoods Mission
(NRLM), since FY 201112. Formally launched on 3rd June 2011, 27 States
and | Union Territory have transited to NRLM, after establishing dedicated
Mission architecture and related systems, while State of Goa and other UTs are
expected to transit to NRLM during the current financial year. The Planning
Commission has approved an outlay of Rs. 29006 crores for NRLM for the
12th plan period. Government of India has signed an agreement with
IDA/World Bank in July 2011 for credit chn amount of US $ 1 billion to
supplement the resources for 13 high poverty States, which has since been
reduced to US $ 500 million.

Objective, Scope and Key Principles

2. The NRLM aims at reducing rural poverty by enabling poor households

to access gaful self-employment and skilled wage employment opportunities.

The Mission has been designed to bring about a sustainable improvement in
the livelihoods of the poor through building strong community institutions.

The central objective of the Missiontisfiest abl i sh ef fici en
institutional platforms of the rural poor that enable them to increase
household incomes through livelihood enhancements and improved access

to financial and public serviceso

3.  The goal of Mission is to reach outZd crore rural poor households of
which 4.5 crore remain to be mobilized into Self Help Groups (SHGs). On the
other hand, the prmission SHGs covering about 2.5 crore rural poor
households need further strengthening and financial support.

4.  The core beef of NRLM is that the poor have innate capabilities and
are potentially entrepreneurial and the challenge is to unleash their capabilities
to generate sustainable livelihoods that would enable them to come out of
poverty. The first step in this procasgo motivate the poor to form their own
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institutions. If these institutions are provided sufficient capacities to negotiate
with the external environment, enable access to adequate financial and
livelihood support services, the poor could come ouiaerty and gradually
improve their status. However, this requires sustained handholding support.
Based on this paradigm, NRLM seeks to focus on creation of sensitive support
mechanisms to catalyze social mobilization, promote community institutions
and rurture them such that they mediate the livelihood concerns of the poor. In
tune with this philosophy, the NRLM seeks to invest in building strong, self
reliant organizations of the poor.

Key Features/ Components of NRLM
Social Inclusion

5. NRLM aims atmobilizing all poor households into the skHlp group
network in a time bound manner to give them voice, space and resources. The
key elements of universal social mobilization are:

a. at least one woman member from each poor household need to brought
underthe Selfhelp group network:

b.The poor ought to be identified through participatory processes
participatory vulnerability assessment/ participatory identification of the
poor and ratified by the Gram Sabha: and

C. special efforts ought to be made to idigntulnerable and marginalised
households such as those belonging to the SCs, the STs, the PVTGs, single
women and women headed households, the disabled, the landless, migrant
labour, people inhabiting isolated and remote villages particularly living in
remote and hilly areas.

Building Institutions of the Poor

6. The second important feature of NRLM is building functionally efficient

and sustainable SHGs and their federations at the village, cluster/ higher
levels. Strong quality institutions of the po such as SHGs and their
federations are set up on priority. They empower the poor and act as
instruments of knowledge and technology dissemination, and hubs of
production, collectivization and commerce. In addition, Aajeevika promotes
specialized institui ons |l i ke | i veli hoods C
cooperatives/companies for livelihoods promotion through deriving economies

of scale, backward and forward linkages, and access to information, credit,
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technology and markets. The livelihood collectieasible the poor to optimize
their limited resources. There are existing institutions of the poor women
(SHG) formed by Government efforts and efforts of NGOs. Aajeevika
strengthens all existing institutions of the poor in a partnership mode.

Financial Inclusion

7.  Access to adequate amount of credit at reasonable rates of interest along
with convenient terms of repayment is critical for poverty reduction.
Therefore, the Mission seeks to promote universal financial inclusion implying
that all poor househd$, SHGs and their federations would be promoted to
have access to basic banking services. NRLM seeks to work on both demand
and supply sides for this purpose.

Funds to Community Institutions

a. Revolving Fund: NRLM provides Revolving Fund (RF) to all elidgb
SHGs adhering to Panchsutra at the rate of Rs.14,9@W0. The RF is
intended to supplement the corpus of SHGs such that they can meet the
small credit needs of the members, besides preparing the SHGs for
leveraging bank credit in repeat doses.

b. Vulnerability Reduction Fund (VRF): The Mission also seeks to
provide VRF to mature SHG Federations (VO) at Village level in order
to enable them to undertake financing of food security, health and
nutrition security and such other priority needs of vulnerable
households. The average works out to Rs. 1.8 lakh per VO.

c. Community Investment Fund (CIF)The CIF is a grant to the Cluster
Level Federation (CLF), from which loans can be made to VOs on
specific terms and conditions. The VOs in turn can use these funds fo
onlending SHGs and SHGs to the members for meeting the
consumption and production credit requirements. On the average it
works to Rs.1 crore per CLF.

d. Credit Linkage: The Mission expects that the SHGs leverage significant
amount of bank credit. The Missi assumes that over a period five
years, each SHG wouldbe able to leverage cumulative bank credit of
Rs . 10,00,000/in repeat doses, such that on the average each member
household accesses a cumulative amount of Rs. 160000/

e. Interest SubventionThe Mission also provides interest subvention to
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all women SHGs. It is providing interest subvention to all women
S.H.Gs, in 150 districts in the first phase, covering all the blocks in these
districts. This includes all the 82 I.A.P districts and ot68rNRLM
Intensive districts. In these districts, all women S.H.G s can avail loans
up to Rs. 3 lakh at 7 % rate of interest per annum, with an additional
interest subvention of 3% on repayment of loan in time, reducing the
effective interest rate to 4%.

8. In the case of the remaining districts, all women S.H.Gs whose members
are from the N.R.L.M target group, availing loans up to Rs.3.0 lakhs are
eligible for interest subvention to avail the loan facility from banks at an
interest rate of 7%.

Livelihoods Promotion

9.  The rural poor generally pursue more than one livelihood as a coping
strategy. The major livelihoods pursued by the poor include wage labour,
small agriculture, animal husbandry, household dairy, collection of NTFP,
fishing and traditionahonfarm activities. However, the multiple livelihoods
pursued by the poor do not ensure sustainable incomes for coming out of
poverty. Therefore, NRLM seeks to address the entire portfolio of livelihoods
of each poor household and work towards stabilizamgl enhancing the
existing livelihoods and subsequently diversifying them. Thus NRLM focuses
on stabilizing and promoting existing livelihoods portfolio of the poor through
its three pillars viz.

1 Vulnerability reduction and livelihoods enhancement thioug
deepening/enhancing and expanding existing livelihoods options and
tapping new opportunities in farm and A@mm sectors;

1 Employment building skills for the job market outside; and

91 Enterprises - nurturing selemployed entrepreneurs (for miero
enterpises).

Vulnerability Reduction & Livelihoods Enhancement

10. As part of vulnerability reduction, NRLM encourages the delivery of
services/entitlements (such as MGNREGS, PDS) through the SHGs and their
federations. Thevillage federationis expectedto use CIF (Vulnerability
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Reduction Fund) for promoting food, health and nutrition security, in addition
to meeting the emergency requirements of the poor.

11. In order to stabilise and strengthen the existing livelihoods in
agriculture, livestocland NTFP etc., the Mission seeks to promote and support
collectives of the poor which provides its members access to livelihoods
knowledge, skills, technology, market intelligence, risk management products
and credit support etc.

Mahila Kisan Sashaktikaan Pariyojana (MKSP)

12. In order to strengthen the existing livelihoods of the poor, MKSP was

Projects in Andhra Pradesh and Kerala cover all the districts
and blocks in the states and are being implemented by the respective State
Rural Livelihood Missions. In remaining 12 states, it is being implemented in
178 blocks across 95 districts. As of March 2014, the project has reached out
to 24.5 lakh Mahila Kisans.
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Skill Development and Placement Support

15. Under the overall program of NRLM, skill development program has
also been implemented. The provision for skills and placement project has
been enhanced from 15% to 25% of NRLM allocation. The Ministry is aiming
at achieving a target of skilling 50 lakh youth during 12th Five Year Plan
period. The skill development programme seeks to build the skills of the rural
youth and place them in relatively high wage employment sectors of the
economy. The programme is implemented in partnership with public, private,
nongovernment and community orgaations. The powers to approve the
projects under the programme are being devolved to the state governments
through a capacity building process. A separate Division within the Ministry of
Rural Development is implementing this program.

Key Performance Hyhlights

16. In the year 20134, 2.01 lakhs candidates have been skilled under
Aajeevika Skills out of which 1.37 lakh have been placed.

17. Further, during the year, the Ministry has reviewed and revamped the
Aajeeviks Skills Guidelines for skilling fo youth for regular wage
employment. Under the new Guidelines, notified on 20th September 2013, a
total of 136 fresh projects for skiling 4.89 lakhs candidates have been
approved in the year.

18. With regard to performance in North Eastern Region, thadtty has
approved six skill development projects under Aajeevika Skills covering
21025 candidates at a total project cost of Rs. 83.91 crore in the State of
Sikkim and Tripura. A total of 4059 candidates have been skilled during the
year 201314 in Norh Eastern Region.

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MAHATMA GANDHI NATIONAL RURAL
EMPLOYMENT GUARANTEE ACT
(Mahatma Gandhi NREGA)

Objective

Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act
(MGNREGA) is rightbased wage employment programme that guarantees not
less than 100 days of wagengloyment to the rural poor in India. The Act
aims at enhancing livelihood security in rural areas and creating productive
assets of prescribed quality and durability.

Coverage

2. In the first phase, MGNREGA was implemented in 200 most backward
districts with effect from February 2, 2006 and was extended subsequently to
additional 113 & 17 districts with effect from 01.04.2007 and 15.05.2007,
respectively. The remaining districts were covered under the Act with effect
from 01.04.2008. Thus, the Act nowovers all the rural districts of the
country.

Mahatma Gandhi NREGA: Paradigm shift

3. MGNREGA marks a major paradigm shift from the earlier wage
employment programmes. One of the significant differences between
MGNREGA and the earlier wage emplognt programmes is that
MGNREGA operates within a rightzased framework while ensuring wage
employment to rural poor. The Act also makes the States/UTs legally
accountable for guaranteeing wage employment as per the demand for works.
MGNREGA is a demandriven and seltarget oriented wage employment
programme whereas the earlier wage employment programmes were- supply
led and allocatioriven interventions. In case of MGNREGA, permissible
works have been identified and enlisted in Para 4, Schedule GNREGA
32005. The processes, procedures and provisions made in the Act attempt to
bring in transparency and accountability in the implementation of the Act. The
Act also provides a detailed procedure for organization of social audits and
concurrent auditeind establishment of a robust grievance redressal system at
the last level programme implementation.
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Implementation Responsibilities

4. Responsibilityof implementationof MGNREGA is vestedwith the
States/UTs in accordance with tbehemes formulated by them. Section 13 to
16 of MGNREGA 2005 elaborates various provisions relating to (i) planning
and consolidation of plans (ii) execution of the plan activities and (iii) effective
monitoring of programme intervention through the comitylifanchayati Raj
Institutions. Theprogramme coordination for effective implementation of the
provisions of the Act at the district level is the responsibility of the District
Programme Coordinator (DPCan officer at the district level who is not
belowthe rank of District Commissioner/District Magistrate.

5. The Central Government, as is envisaged under the Act, (a)scrutinizes
labour budgets received from States/UTs (b) provides its share as per the
provisions made in Section 22 of the MGREGA 2005 itwarice labour
demand (c) facilitates monitoring and evaluation at the Central/State level (d)
promotes dissemination of information about the provisions under the Act and
(e) organizes training, awareness programmes for State level functionaries on
progranme guidelines and overall programme implementation (f) documents
best practices and publishes various documents like annual reports etc.

Action taken by the Ministry in strengthening the implementation of
Mahatma Gandhi NREGA

6. Responsibility of implerantation of Mahatma Gandhi NREGA is vested
with the States/UTs in accordance with the Schemes formulated by them. To
ensure effective implementation of the Act, Operational Guidelines have been
issued from time to time, and last revised with the effechdd.04.2013. The
Guidelines give detailed procedures on all aspects of the programme. The
Operational Guidelines 2013, interalia, require the States/UTs to:

(@) initiate appropriate IEC campaigns including wall writings for wide
dissemination of the provisns of the Act;

(b) Carryout doorto-door survey to identify needy and eligible
households for registeration under MGNREGA;

(c) expand scope and coverage of the demand registeration system to
ensure that demand for work under MGNREGA do not get
unregistered,;

(d) Organize RozgabDiwas periodically to capture latest demand under
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the programme and to disseminate awareness about other Provision
of the Act.

(e) Prepare development plans and shelf of projects by adhering to the
timelines as defined in the Guidelines.

(f) Prepare realistic labour budgets after assessing appropriate quantum
and timing of demand for works.

(g0 adhere to the time schedule for works execution and monitor asset
quality.

(h) bring in effective inteidepartmental convergence to ensure quality
and durdaility of the assets created.

(i) ensure timely payment of wages to wage seekers
() maintain proper financial records

(k) ensure transparency and accountability at each level of programme
implementation and rolling out of a robust vigilance and grievance
redressasystem.

IEC Initiatives for awareness generation

7. The Ministry of Rural Development formulated a comprehensive
Information, Education and Communication (IEC) Strategy exclusively for
Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA),
during May 2013 The strategy aims to create awareness among rural people
and other stake holders with special focus on job seekers in rural areas on
various aspects of MGNREGA. The strategy also aims at facilitating
dissemination of right based provis®of the Act to ensure that the workers
are sensitized about their right to demand wage employment. The IEC action
Plan has been prepared on the basis of the national IEC strategy where a few
key messages are identified and shared with the States/UTiseforeffective
dissemination.

8. The IEC strategy not only deliberates the methods for effective IEC
under the Act, but also outlines mechanisms for management of IEC activities
throughmid-media and interpersonal media initiatives. The Ministry of Rural
Developmenhas requested all the States/UTs to firm up IEC annual action
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plans and quarterly deliverables for the FY 2@034 and 20145. A few
Statespecific IEC action plans so received were examined and States
concerned were asked to firmp their plans.

Improving Planning of Works

9. The States/UTs have been instructed to prepare development plans and
shelf of projects by adhering to the timelines and the procedures as given in the
operational Guidelines.

Transparency in Wage Payment

10. With a view to ensuring transparency in payment of wages to the
Mahatma Gandhi NREGA workers, amendments have been made in para 31 of
schedule Il of the Act vide Notification dated 19.2.2009 for making the wage
payment through savings account of worke@rsPost Offices/Banks. The
Ministry is maintaining strict vigilance on wage payment through review
meetings with State Secretaries in charge of MGNREGA.

MIS

11. MGNREGA has a robust web enabled Management Information System
(NREGASOoft). This system peita citizens to access the muster rolls
(document of wor ker6s attendance and
information on all critical parameters. So far, eigtdre Muster Rolls and 12

crore Job cards have been uploaded on to the M¥&v[nrega.nic.ih which

are available for public scrutiny.

CapacityBuilding

12 To acquaint the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA functionaries with the
provisions of Mahatma Gandhi NREGA Operational Guidelines, 2013,
Ministry has conducted ases of Training of Trainers (TOTs) programme for
MGNREGA functionaries in consultation with NIRD. The prime objectives of
the TOTs were to:

1 develop a cadre of identified trainers/ experts in the subject matter of
Mahatma Gandhi NREGA implementation irspective Statesat State
level (State Resource Teams), District level (District Resource Teams)
and Block level (Block Resource Teams).

1 acquaint the MGNREGA functionaries with the revised version of
MGNREGA Operational Guidelines 2013.
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13. During FY 201314, ten TOTs have been conduetsdven at NIRD,
Hyderabad and three at NERC, NIRD, Guwabhati for State Resource Teams
(SRTs). These SRTs in turn will train district officials and create District
Resource teams (DRTs). The DRTs in turn will trBiock functionaries and
create Block Resource Teams (BRTS)

Monitoring and Review

14. There is a comprehensive system of monitoring and review of the
implementation of MGNREGA which, inter alia, includes the following:

(a) Periodic Progress reporttigh Programme MIS

(b) Performance Review Committee meetings with the States/UTs

(c) Regional Review meetings with a cluster of states (rose)

(d) Field visits by Area Officers
Scheme,

(e) Visit/enquiry by Natioal Level Monitors (NLMs) and offices/team of

officers of the Ministry.

Social Audit

15. To strengthen transparency and accountabilitythe execution of
MGNREGA activities, the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA Audit of Schemes Rules
have been notified in June 201The rules make it mandatory to organise
social auditat least twice a year. The States have been instructed to establish
independent Social Audit Units and conduct regular social audits under
MGNREGA. Certification of MGNREGA accounts/records of aroun80D

high spending GPs has been carried out by chartered accountants.

16. Concurrent Social Auditeeed to be carried out for all works every
month. For this purpose, Programme Officer shall make available free of cost,
details of work done and expenditunade during the past one month to the
designated independent bodies viz. Bharat Nirman Volunteers, Village
SocialAuditors, SelfHelp Groups (SHGSs), youth organizations or such other
village level organizations for verification.
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Achievements/ Oyduts during 20122013and 20132014

The
PMGSY permits upgradation (to prescribed standards) of existing rural roads
in districts where all the eligible habitations of the designated populsize
have been provided all weather road connectivity.

2.  According to figures made available by the State Governments under a
survey to identify Core Network as part of the PMGSY programme and after
revision of the Core Network 1,78,184 habitationsemeligible for coverage

under the programme. These habitations were targeted for providing road
connectivity under PMGSY. The progr e
component with a target to upgrade 3.75 lakh km of existing rural roads
(including 40% renewadf rural roads to be funded by the States) in order to
ensure full farm to market connectivity.

3. For effective implementation of PMGSY in Naxal affected districts (82
Selected Tribal and Backward Districts under Integrated Action Plan (IAP) as
identified by the Ministry of Home Affairs/Planning Commission), some of
the major relaxations made in the scheme guidelines are as follows:

I. All habitations in Integrated Action Plan (IAP) districts, whether in
schedulev areas or not, with a population of 25@d above (in
2001 census) will be eligible for coverage under PMGSY as against
the population of 500 in other areas.
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i In Integrated Action Plan (IAP) districts, cost of bridges upto 75
metres under PMGSY will be borne by the Government of India
as a@inst 50 metres for other areas.

ii . In case of LWE/IAP districts, the minimum tender package
amount is reduced to 50 lakhs.

V. The time limit upto 24 calendar months would be allowed for
completion of work. However, no extra liability, if any, on
account ofcost escalation shall be met from the programme fund
provided by the Ministry of Rural Development, Government
of India.

V. While formulating estimates and preparing DPRs, cost of
insurance premium against risks such as damaging or burning of
plants and mehinery etc. of contractors can also be included.

Vi. The difference in cost between CC road and bituminous road
would be shared by Centre and States concerned in the ratio of
90:10 instead of 50:50 in the case of other States. Proposals of
such CC roads ufp 20% of the total newly proposed roads in the
highly affected blocks can be accepted as against 10% in respect
of other States.

Vil. General approval under Section 2 of Forest (Conservation) Act,
1980 for diversion of forest land up to 5 ha for selectedipubl
infrastructure projects in IAP districts has been given and orders
have been issued.

vili . Left out habitations in these areas numbering about 6,000 have

been allowed to be included in Core Network, making these
eligible for sanction.

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PROVISION OF URBAN AMENITIES IN
RURAL AREAS (PURA)

The Government had approved Provision of Urban Amenities in Rural
Areas (PURA) Scheme for implentation on pilot basis in 11th Five Year
Plan with the budgetary provision of Rs. 248 crore. The scheme proposes
holistic and accelerated development of compact areas around a potential
growth centre in a Gram Panchayat (or a group of contagious Gram
Panchgats) through Public Private Partnership (PPP) framework for
providing livelihood opportunities and urban amenities to improve the quality
of life in rural areas. The primary objective of the scheme is to provide
livelihood opportunities and urban amerstia rural areas to bridge the rural
urban divide. The key elements of the restructured PURA scheme are given in
subsequent paragraphs.

2. The illustrative list of amenities and economic activities proposed to be
provided under PURA are as follows:

3. The private sector is given the flexibility of selecting the GramcHyat
(s) on the basis of criteria socio economic guidelines such as a critical
population size of 25,00040,000 in an area of about 25 square kilometer.

4. The private developer shall be responsible for creating and managing the
designated infrstructure and amenities in the PURA project area over a period
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of ten years. During the pilot phase, while there will be an emphasis upon rural
devel opment priorities, there shall E
perspective on an ecamacally viable project.

5. Concerned schemes administered by the Ministry of Rural Development
will be converged in Capital Expenditure (CAPEX) provision of PURA
projects. The private developer shall also access the support under relevant
schemes of ther Departments / Ministries and dovetail into PURA for
delivering the identified urban amenities. The implementation will be done
within the guidelines for each of the identified schemes. However, it is
expected that the developer shall invest someadpit on it 6s own |
essential infrastructure and meet operations & maintenance costs. The viability
gap that may still exist will be met from a capital grant limited to a maximum

of 35% of the project cost subject to a maximum of Rs. 42 crore. dtbhala
capital grant admissible will vary from projetctproject.

6. The private developers shall be selected through an open competitive
bidding process based on rigorous qualifications and evaluation criteria. The
selection would be based on technigpadlification.

7. A Concession Agreement will be signed between the Gram Panchayat(s)
as the Grantor and the private developer as the concessionaire. It shall include
details of minimum service level standards, performance guarantees, etc. State
Suppat Agreement will be signed between Ministry of Rural Development,
State Government and private developer. The commitment of State
Government for delivering the core facilities like roads, bulk water and power
to the PURA area shall be made as part ofagreement.

8. Under PURAL.0O, ninety three (93) Eols were received. These Eols were
examined and 45 organizations had qualified at the Eol Stage. These 45
organizations were asked to submit the detailed bid alongwith concept plan by
07th October 2010. iNe organizations had submitted 14 proposals. These
proposals had been evaluated and 11 proposals qualified. The concerned
private entities were asked to submit Detailed Project Report (DPR). A total
of nine DPRs were submitted. Four of the DPRs have beeroved by the
Empowered Committee. Concession and State Support Agreements have been
signed in respect of 2 (two) pilot projects in Kerala and 1 (one) in Andhra
Pradesh. Letter of Award has been issued for 1 (one) project at Uttrakhand
while in case ofemaining 4 (four) projects, the DPRs are under various stages
of approval. A fresh EOI has been issued for 1 (one) project in Maharashtra.

9. For the second seif 10-15 pilots i.e. PURA 2.0, 99Expression of
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Interests were received. ThelSels were examined and 47 organizations had
qgualified at the Eol Stage. The RfP was circulated to the qualified bidders and
a prebid meeting with private developers was held on 05.05.2014. The last
date of submission of bid'@ une 6201 4 .

10. An outlayof Rs. 5000 crore has been made for the year 20045.
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BPL Survey

The Ministry of Rural Development provides financial and technical
support to the States/UTs for conducting the BPL Census to identify the
families living Below the Powugy Line in the rural areas who could be targeted
under its various programmes. The first BPL Census was conducted in 1992
for the eighth five year plan. Subsequently, BPL census was conducted in
1997, for the Ninth five year plan and in 2002 for the Tdiw@ year plan
period. For conducting the BPL Census for the Eleventh Five Year Plan, the
Ministry, on 12th August, 2008, constituted an Expert Group, to advise it on
the suitable methodology. The Expert Group submitted its report dn 21
August 2009 undechairmanship of Dr. N.C. Saxena.

2.  The Expert Group recommended the methodology for identification of
Below Poverty Line families, which includes criterion for automatic exclusion

of rural household from the BPL list, automatic inclusion in the BBtLdnd
grading of the remaining households on a scale of one to ten. The Expert
Group has also recommended the methodology for conducting the Census and
appropriate appeal mechanisms.

3. The Report of the Expert Group wa
website www.rural.nic.in soliciting comments and suggestions. It was
circulated among the State Governments/UT administrations and the
concerned Central Ministries for their comments. The Ministry also consulted

the issueof finalization of methodology with experts in the related field. The
experts suggested ptesting the methodology with alternative methodology
options. Accordingly, MORD has conducted through States/UTs a BPL Pilot
survey to field test alternative mettamogies.

4. Results of pilot study were discussed dfdb. 2011 in Core Group on
BPL Census and subsequently with States/UTs on 7th Feb. 2011. On the basis
of discussion a draft questionnaire for BPL Census was prepared.

5.  The Ministry of Ruial Development sought approval of cabinet for the
methodology for conducting the BPL Census 2011. The modalities for
conducting the BPL Census for L Plan Period in rural areas along with
Census in urban areas for identification of BPL householdsanuareas and
Caste Census throughout the country have been approved by the Union
Cabinet.
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Process of conducting the SECC

6. A Socio Economic and Caste Census (SECC 2011) has been launched
on 29th June 2011 in the country which would be cawigdoy the respective
State/Union Territory Governments with the financial and technical support of
the Government of India. Socio Economic and Caste Census consist of Census
in Rural areas and Urban areas in connection with identification of BPL
household and Caste Census throughout the country. Semomomic and

Caste Census 2011 (SECC 2011) is being carried out in all States/UTs in a
phased manner taking into consideration their preparedness and other relevant
considerations. The Census is expectdaetcompleted by September 2014.

7. The SECC 2011 is being conducted through a comprehensive
programme involving the Ministry of Rural Development, Ministry of Housing
and Urban Poverty Alleviation, The Office of the Registrar General and Census
Commissioner, India and the State Governments. Enumeration is being done
with the help of an electronic handheld device (Tablet PC). Bharat Electronics
Limited (BEL) has supplied about 6.4 lakhs Tablet PCs to States/UTs to carry
out this operation. BEL leadnsortium of CPSUs is also providing Data Entry
Operators (DEOs) other technical services in connection with software for data
collection and data transfer etc. National Informatics Centre (NIC) has
developed a web based comprehensive Management Infonnstsbem (MIS)

for management, storing, updating and utilization of data.

8. Enumeration under the Socio Economic and Caste Census 2011 (SECC
2011) was completed in 2,464,909 Enumeration Blocks (EBs) consisting of
99.46% per cent of total Enumeration 8ts (EBs) of all the States/UTs as on
31.03.2014.

0. In a joint statement issued off ®ctober, 2011 by Deputy Chairman,

Pl anning Commi ssion and Hondbl e Minis
stated thathte Government of India will take into account multiple dimensions
of deprivation based on the indicators that are being collected through the
SECC, 2011 for arriving at specific entitlements that rural households will
receive under various central govermnheprogrammes and schemes.
Accordingly, the Ministry of Rural Development has constituted an Expert
Committee on 28 December, 2012 under the Chairmanship of Prof Abhijit
Sen, which will examine the SECC indicators and the data analysis and
recommend apppriate methodologies for determining classes of beneficiaries
for different rural development programmes. It will consult States, Experts &
Civil Society Organization while arriving at these methodologies.

Budget for BPL Census

10. Providing financialassistance to States/UTs for Conducting the BPL
Census is not a regular scheme as such and generally conducted only once in
five year. Nature of the activity is such that bulk of the expenditure occurs in a
short span of time and particularly during thexipd when actual census takes
place.

11. Initially, it was envisaged that the BPL Census would be conducted in
201011 and accordingly Rs.312 crores were sought from the Planning
Commission. An amount of Rs.150 crores were provided during-20G¢hd

Rs 162 crores were provided in 201Q. Rs.150 crores allocated in 262@10

was released to States/UTs and NIRD as first instalment for conducting BPL
Census and allied activities. However out of Rs.162 crores available under BE
201011, Rs.161 crores coulibt be utilized due to delay in starting of BPL
Census because MORD decided to conduct a Pilot survey to field test
alternative methodologies and to arrive on methodology for conducting BPL
Census (based on the advice of the experts in the related field).

12.  Subsequently the Ministry of Rural Development with approval of
Uni on Cabinet has decided to conduct
Economic and Caste Census 2011 (SECC 2011) with help of Hand Held
Devices (HHDs) for collecting Socieconomic and aste data of households

in the rural and urban areas of the country. Socio economic data collected from
SECC 2011 will be utilized by respective States/UTs for identifying BPL
households in Rural, under the purview of Ministry of Rural Development, as
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well as urban areas under the purview of the Ministry of Housing and Urban
Poverty Alleviation (HUPA). Caste Census comes under the purview of RGI
and Census Commissioner of India.

13. For conducting the combined SECC 2011, EFC has approved an
amount of Rs.3543.29 for conducting the SECC 200ut of the approved
amount of Rs. 3543.29 crore, Rs.3543 crore have been provided for
SECC 2011 from 2062010 up to 20134. Details of the funds provided are
given as below.

14. The total funds approved by the EFC for conducting the SECC 2011
have now been exhausted and additional funds would be required ttetmp
the whole Census operation, which is still in progress. As per the revised
estimate, a total amount of Rs.4901.18 Crore would be required for completion
of the total SECC exercise, which is a difference of Rs.1357.89 Crore from the
amount of Rs.35429 Crore earlier approved by the EFC.

15. The reasons behind additional requirement of funds for SECC 2011 are
mainly due to provisioning of funds for statutory dues like Service Tax to the
CPSUs viz. BEL, ECIL and ITI Limited engaged for conductihg SECC
2011, the provisions for activities that had not been indicated in the EFC
inadvertently. Besides, 40,000 additional Tablet PCs and Accessories were
procured in addition to the 6,00,000 Tablet PCs to facilitate the conduct the
Census in one singjghase and also to accelerate the process of Census, which
involves additional expenditure.

Disability Pension Scheme (IGNDPS), National Family Benefit Scheme
(NFBS) and Annapurna.

2. In 200203, NSAP and Annapurna Scheme were transfefret
Centrally Sponsored Scheme to State Plan. The funds for NSAP and
Annapurnawere allocated by Planning Commission and released as Additional
Central Assistance by the Ministry of Finance to the States and by the Ministry
of Home Affairs to the Union Tretories in a combined manner for all the
schemes under NSAP on the recommendation of the Ministry of Rural
Development.

3. NSAP is being implemented mainly by Social Welfare Departments in
the States. In some States it is being implemented by Rural dpeveht
Departments and in a few by Women and Child Development Departments.

4.  The scale of benefits and eligibility under various Schemes of NSAP is
as follows:

1) Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension Scheme (IGNOAPS):
Under the scheme, assistanseprovided to person of 60 years and
above and belonging to family living below poverty line as per the
criteria prescribed by Government of India. Central assistance of Rs.
200 per month is provided to person in the age group ef%Qears
and Rs. 50/- per month to persons of 80 years and above.

i) Indira Gandhi National Widow Pension Scheme (IGNWPS):Under
the scheme Central assistanceR@ 300/ per month is provided to
widows in the aggroup of 4079 years and belonging to family
living below poverty line as per the criteria prescribed by Government
of India.

iii) Indira Gandhi National Disability Pension Scheme (IGNDPS):
Under the scheme Central assistar@eRs. 300/ per month is
provided to persons aged -I8 years with severe and mulép
disabilities and belonging to family living below poverty line as per
the criteria prescribed by Government of India.
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Iv) National Family Benefit Scheme (NFBS)Under the scheme a BPL
household is entitled to lump sum amount of money on tla¢hdef
primary breadwinner aged between 18 and 59 years. The amount of
assistance is Rs. 20,000/

v) Annapurna: Under the scheme, 10 kg of food grains per month are
provided free of cost to those senior citizens who, though eligible under
IGNOAPS, arenot receiving old age pension.

5. States/UTs have been recommended to make at least an equal
contribution from their own resources under all three pension schemes.

6. During 201314, Rs.9614.51 crores has been allocated out of which
Rs.8627.52 crore hdmen released uptd1* March, 2014.
